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Attorney General Rowe handpicked three attorneys to
investigate allegations of official misconduct during the
investigation and prosecution of Dennis Dechaine. Two years
later, those three lawyers reported, “we find that none of
the allegations . . . have any substantive merit.”

They offered no evidence to support their conclusion.

This report contains the evidence of misconduct.
